Provides $83,000 for 2002010 Studies

Clubs in District 5870 submitted a total of 15 applications from young
academics desiring an Ambassadorial Scholarship available for studies during
academic year 2009-10. Members of the District Ambassadorial Scholarship
Sub-committee interviewed all 15 applicants on Saturday, August 23, and
endorsed a total of four scholars. For 2009-10 Distirct 5870 had 3
Ambassadorial Scholarships valued at $24,000 each ($72,000) and 1
Ambassadorial Cultural Scholarship (3-months) valued at $11,000.

Ashley Fay Hermes, sponsored by the Rotary Club of Yoakum, isa __&
student at Texas A&M University. She desires to study 8"
International Public Health or Public Health Promotion at any of five %
institutions (this is Rotary's requirement that all applicants must "%
select this many colleges and/or universities around the world)
scattered between Hong Kong, South Africa, or Australia. The
Rotary Foundation, once granting an applicant a scholarship, picks
the institutions which the scholar will attend (from the five the applicant listed).

Sarah Aileen Kelly, sponsored by the Rotary Club of Austin, is a
student at the University of Texas at Austin. She proposes to study
International Relations and Cultural Studies (History) at
an institution in either Chile, Spain, or Argentina.

John David Nehme, sponsored by the Rotary Club of JE= =
Georgetown, is a student at Vanderbilt University in [§
Nashville. He plans to study Public Policy at an institution in
either Australia, England, South Africa, or Scotland.

All of these, Hermes, Kelly, and Nehme, will, when approved by

the Foundation in December, have a one-year scholarship to study
abroad. While abroad, Rotary's expectation is that they will perform a dual role:
Scholar and Ambassador of Good Will. Each of these roles carries equal
weight in evaluating candidates.

... Sonia Sarkar, sponsored by the Rotary Club of Northwest
‘. Austin, is a student at the Johns Hopkins University in
k| Baltimore. The District Scholarship Sub-committee endorsed
& her for a 3-month Cultural Scholarship. This scholarship is too
brief to permit a semester's study abroad, rather, its purpose is
STl -BSEL G to allow a recipient to be immersed in another culture for a

specified lenght of time. Sarkar proposes immersion in a
Spanish culture and she requests having this extraordinary experience in either

Costa Rica, Spain, or Venezuela.

District 5870 has a sterling group of young scholars looking forward eagerly to
studying abroad in 2009-10. This experience will, beyond a doubt, change
these young lives. It is thrilling to be a part of this program.

DG Reynolds encourages each club to become involved
in this program, the "crown jewel" in the Rotary Foundation, as some faithful supporters term it. Here is a brief time out-
line for clubs:

January - May Recruit candidates, conduct interviews, and endorse applicant(s). Each club may endorse as many
applicants as there are scholarships available (by classification). If the district has 3 Ambassadorial Scholarships, a club
may endorse 3 applicants. If the district has 2 Cultural Ambassadorial Scholarships, a club may endorse 2 applicants.
July 1 Clubs MUST have applications to the chairman of the District Scholarship Sub-committee.

Late August The District Scholarship Sub-committee conducts interviews with all applicants.

October 1 The district must submit its endorsed applications to the Rotary Foundation.

Early December The Rotary Foundation notifies applicants of appointment and the country in which the applicant will
study (Ambassadorial Scholarship) or be immersed in a foreign culture (Cultural Scholarship).

August/September 2009 Applicant's scholarship begins.

This format is the same year after year. There is no anticipation of any change. We have followed this pattern
